Short Presentation about RCAW
For this activity, work in group of two or three and prepare a short video presentation about your activities for Research and Creative Achievement week. You can post video on YouTube or Vimeo and put a link on Blackboard, or you can use a tool such as Camtasia’s free trial or Zing to create video with PowerPoint. 
The video should 

· Focus on an aspect of the work at RCAW: What did you do, why, and what did you learn? 

· Explain how you did it and what you learned: What tools did you use? What steps did you go through? What would you do differently?
Planning Projects

Whether you're shooting a video or developing a presentation, you need to develop the following. 

Script

You should prepare basic scripts for multimedia projects. The scripts may contain spoken or written text that will be included with images. You might prepare an outline or a word-for-word script, depending on how well you can do your presentation. You don’t want to seem like you’re reading, but you don’t want to be gropingfor words. Consider that people might view these later. 
The structure of your script should include 

a beginning (introduce the topic, people, situation, background), 

a middle (main points), and 

an end (conclusion, recap, "lessons learned," commentary)

Story Board
Storyboards are simply sketches of what you think a series of scenes or shots might look like organized into your project. You don’t have to be an artist to storyboard. You can sketch how you want the scenes in a sequence to look, or you can write a list of descriptions.
