Setting Column Headers to Print on Each Page of Excel Output

You want to repeat the column headings on each page of Excel printout.  These column headings are in the first or first few rows of the spreadsheet.


1.  File, Page Setup, Sheet and then click on the Collapse Dialog icon on the right side of the box “Rows to repeat at top.”
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2.  In the spreadsheet the cursor is now a right-pointing arrow.  Point at the row that contains the column headers and left click it (if two or more rows, point at first, hold down left mouse button, drag arrow down to select two or more rows).  The selected rows will be outlined with animated dashes.  Click the Expand Dialog icon on the right of the collapsed Page Setup window.
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3.  Print Preview to see how it will look.
